Maths: 
Recognise the place value of each digit in a three-digit number (hundreds, tens, ones).
Compare and order numbers up to 1000.
Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations.
Add and subtract numbers mentally, including: a three-digit number and ones, a three-digit number and tens, a three-digit number and hundreds.
Add and subtract three-digit numbers using the column method.

Autumn Term 1
Science: 
Compare and group together different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and simple physical properties.
Describe in simple terms how fossils are formed when things that have lived are trapped within rock.
Recognise that they need light in order to see things and that dark is the absence of light.
Notice that light is reflected from surfaces.
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Sketching – to experiment with line, shading and texture.
