	Understanding The World: Know some similarities and differences between different religious and cultural communities in this country, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.
Term 1: Super Me!
UTW - Past and Present:
· Geography Link: Talk about different jobs in the community (e.g., firefighter, teacher) and show where these jobs might be found using a map. Look at local area.
UTW - The Natural World (Autumn):
· Geography Link: Discuss changes in the weather and environment during autumn.
Term 2: Once Upon a Time...
UTW - The Natural World (Winter):
· Geography Link: Introduce the concept of winter and discuss how it is different from autumn. Talk about snow, cold weather, and how animals and trees change in winter. Show places in the world that experience snow and winter, using a map to compare local and distant locations.
UTW - People, Culture, and Communities (Christmas):
· Geography Link: Introduce how Christmas is celebrated differently in various parts of the world. Use a world map to show where Christmas is celebrated differently, such as in snowy or warm countries.

· Geography Link: Discuss how Easter is celebrated in various countries around the world. Use a world map to point to countries and show where different Easter traditions are celebrated. Different food from different countries.
