Year 5: Autumn 2
Maths
This half term we are looking at Multiplication and Division. We will be able to find common multiples and factors between our times tables and use this to help us solve multiplication and division problems with decimals. We will also be looking at prime numbers, cubed numbers and solving problems   
We will then move on to fractions, where we will look at the factors of denominators. 
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We will be learning about databases and how to navigate them. We will then develop our own databases.
